PIMICIKAMAK TRADITIONAL TERRITORY, CROSS LAKE, MANITOBA 
— The Pimicikamak Cree Nation will present the findings of their ground penetrating radar investigation conducted at the site of St. Joseph’s Residential School (also known as Cross Lake Indian Residential School). The investigation, which began in 2021 and concluded in 2023, aimed to uncover evidence related to the residential school and students who never came home.

St. Joseph’s Residential School was once the primary Roman Catholic-run institution in northern Manitoba.

Pimicikamak Cree Nation collaborated with a renowned researcher and a reputable independent investigator to ensure the integrity and accuracy of the investigation.
